Band Director.

Preparation: Scholars are expected to learn their parts accurately and in a timely
fashion so that they may be musical leaders within their sections.

Attitude: Scholars are expected to be an example to others in their attentiveness
and cheerful, professional demeanor.

Punctuality: Scholars are expected to be on time for rehearsals and performances.
Scholarships are renewed after evaluation of the holders’ performance at the end

of the academic year. Occasionally, an evaluation also will be conducted at the
end of the fall semester.
